You will create slides in Power Point to help you present your project details and add visual interest to your presentation.  The following elements should be included in your presentation:
· Your Name and Project Description

· How and why you chose this project

· Description of techniques, talents, special skills required to complete this project

· An overview of the steps involved in completing this project

· Reflections on your process, i.e., what went well, what could have been better

· A strong conclusion that includes how this project has impacted your life
