Students want to work, but they are required to follow all Child Labor laws set forth by the Federal and State governments until they reach their 18th birthday.
All students employed in the Big Bear Valley or in the state of California are required, by law, to have a work permit. Permits need to be applied for in the Media Center or at the Bear Valley Unified School District Office.
